1. CyberLynx/Sped Report:
President Duggar commented on Mr. Abrams statement that as student enrollment increase so will cost.  Mr. Abrams expanded on the overhead costs.  Mr. Abrams gave kudos to Virginia Brown for her work on the Correspondence Application acceptance.  Discussed the Anchorage and Fairbanks graduations.  
2. Maintenance Report:

Mr. Schubert said that Mr. Mackey has been covering for him while he was on vacation.  Maintenance/custodial work has been done at both the NSLC and the Nenana City Public School. 4. Nenana Student Living Center Report:

Looking forward to working with Eric Gebhart on the jumpstart for NSLC staff and students.

Student enrollment for NSLC is 54 and there are approximately 24 applications in the process.
