Mr. Gebhart spoke to the Board about the 21st Century Learning Grant.  This grant needs to have community involvement.  The challenge for us would be that schools on level two or higher would have a leg up on our district.
We have received a priorities list from Alaska Commissioner of Education.

Located in his office is a guide to US Department of Education grants, the highlighted areas are grants that would be good for us to look at further.  Please feel free to stop by and take a closer look at this resource.

Ordered and received books which provide helpful information to our classroom teachers and parents of pre-K through second grade students on learning to read.
Through Ken Eggleston it was brought to Mr. Gebhart’s attention that the Alaska Railroad had leftover material they wanted to donate to the school.  Mr. Morris looked at the material and said there was thousands of dollars worth of top notch material the school could use.  The city has offered to help us retrieve the material.
